Unit 1:  Chapters 1-4: Concept Map 

Instructions and Rubric – Bonus Mark Assignment
A Concept Map is a visual representation that illustrates how one understands relationships between concepts. 

Requirements: 

· Select 25 words/term/concepts or more from Chapters 1-4
· 10 or more illustrations/drawings/pictures that go with terms you selected 
· Maximum paper size is 11’’x17” 
· Starts with “Business”- the next term or idea extends either in a hierarchical or radiating format (usually starts at the top)
· The Concept Map then shifts from a more complex to less complex/major idea to a minor idea. It often ends with an example. 
· Connecting line is drawn between concepts. 
· Liking words are placed on the lines stating the relationship between concepts. 
· Cross links between terms/concepts…means that connections can be made anywhere on the concept map
· Colour to clarify segment ideas or areas that relate. This is useful when the use of connecting lines make it confusing to follow the relationships. 
· Examples of the term/concept being presented.
