2. Theme Development:
(K/U)
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· Theme is obvious

· In headline, sub-headline, captions or body, photographs, graphics/colours

· Page topic/theme is obvious

· In headline, captions or body, photographs, graphics/colours
· Correct fonts used for Headline, sub-headline, copy, captions, photo credits

3. Elements of Design:
(T/I)
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· Balance

· Simplicity

· Page is clean (not distracting)

· Lines, Shapes & Patterns

· Eye-line is clear (only broken by one photo by at least 8-10 picas)
· Eye direction leads from top left to bottom right
· Focal Point Hierarchy

· Dominant element created (at least 2-3 times larger than any other photo – placed near the center of the spread)
· Eye flows to all major parts of the page (photos, text, graphics)
· Absence of trapped white space – white space to edges/corners
· Page is consistent with the overall design of the book

· Font types and sizes are consistent/ any differences are justified

· Creativity

· Template is altered to suit your story/stories

· Influences from professional designs are included

· Careful attention to detail is evident in element choices

· Headline & Sub-headlines: Clear, grabs readers attention, related to theme, creative (more than stating obvious), correct spelling
· Body Copy:  5 C’s (Clear, concise, complete, correct (facts), colourful)
· Accurate: approved by a student or staff member involved
· Complete: all major details are included

· Interesting: Has a style (narrative, anecdote, list, Q & A)
· Correct spelling and grammar and edited by Section Editor

· Captions

· One for EACH picture: relevant names & spelled correctly – check master list
· Answers 5 W’s (who, what, why, when, where)

· Do not start caption with names of people in photo

· Placed correctly (outside edges and corners) to avoid creating white space
· Lead in: Identifies the picture clearly, creative
· Sentence 1: Present tense & describes context of picture

· Sentence 2: Past tense & information that is not obvious in the pictures

6. Photography/ Graphics:

(COM)
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· Appropriate number (at least 5-7 per page) – one bleed photo per 2-pg. spread
· Each is GOOD quality (colour, resolution, focus, large variety from different angles)

· Composition for photographs (photos clustered at the heart of the spread)
· Simplicity: Background is appropriate (nothing “growing” out of the subjects)

· Lines, Shapes, Patterns, Framing
· Balance: Symmetrical, asymmetrical, out of balance used consciously and effectively

· Rule of Thirds: People, eyes, etc. positioned at intersections

· Interesting 

· Groups and individuals in unpredictable poses

· Faces are clear

· Adds to the story on the page

· Subject of photographs

· Relevant to the page topic (important people, taking part in activity/team or event, memorable moments)
· Related to the theme of the yearbook

· Placement on page

· Cropped correctly

· Comfortable amount of head space

· Unnecessary backgrounds omitted

· Body parts are in tact or cropped at comfortable points

· Resized correctly: important pictures are largest, can see faces in group photos
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
